Groundwater Report w/b 09-Jan-2023
Over the past week the groundwater has risen by 
over 4ft and is now 7' 3" (2.21m) below ground 
level at the ford. The fast rise closely follows 
2013-14 when there was strong river flow and 
some flooding. Rainfall recorded at Middle 
Wallop was 52mm (59% LTA) so far this month. 
QMF is also rising fast but Everleigh (upstream) 
has started to fall. At this rate of rise the Bourne 
will start to flow in the next week or so.
