Groundwater Report w/b 27-Feb-2023
With the continuing dry weather the groundwater 
has continued to fall slowly and is now 2' 11" 
(0.89m) below ground level. The Bourne has 
stayed at a low level. Total rainfall for February 
was 6.8mm (12% LTA). Upstream Everleigh is in 
the normal range and stable. Downstream QMF 
is falling and in the 'normal' range. The weather 
looks to be becoming more unsettled.
