Groundwater Report w/b 20-Nov-2023
The very wet weather continues and in 
November so far we have had over a month's 
worth of rain (120% LTA) - the 5th consecutive 
month with above average rainfall. The 
groundwater continues to rise quickly and is now 
3'6" (1.07m) below ground level. In the Bourne, 
water is flowing below Liege bridge and is pooling 
along to the Malet - I am expecting it to start 
flowing at the ford in the next 24 hours. The level 
at QMF Idmiston is rising steadily and is now 
0.86m below the top of the normal range.
