Groundwater Report w/b 08-Jan-2024
The groundwater rose sharply following the storm last week but has steadied over the past 2 days at 
a high level (1" ~ 2 cm) just below ground level. We had more than half a month's rain last week 
(54mm 61% LTA). The Bourne rose by about 1ft after the storm but dropped back somewhat - about 
6in - over the weekend. It is now fairly clear indicating the storm run-off has passed through and the 
new higher level is due to groundwater which will be slow to fall. Groundwater levels at Hazelberry 
plantation (near Collingbourne Ducis) are steady but high (up 2.2m since 1/1), Everleigh is steady 
and high (up 8.2m) and the level is rising and high at Queen Manor Farm Idmiston (up 2.9m). 
Everleight is 1.85m above the highest level ever recorded (Jan 2014).  The weather is forecast to be 
drier over the next 2 weeks. Many pumps are now operating but I am not aware that any property 
has had ingress of water. On the plus side NO LONGER IN FORCE. Flood Warning: River Bourne 
from Parkhouse Corner to Porton.
