Groundwater Report w/b 15-Jan-2024
With dry weather over the past week, the groundwater has dropped by 11cm and is now 5" (13 
cm) below ground level. Total rainfall so far this month is the same as last week (54mm 61% LTA). 
The Bourne has fallen by about 10cm over the week but is still flowing strongly. Groundwater 
levels at the 3 nearby stations are all falling with levels at Hazelberry plantation (near 
Collingbourne Ducis) and Queen Manor Farm, Idmiston remaining higher than normal but 
Everleigh has dropped back into the normal range. The weather is forecast to be dry for the rest of 
the week. Householders have switched off many pumps. Although the long range forecast is for 
some rain towards the end of this month, this seems to be more showery than heavy.
