Groundwater Report w/b 12-Feb-2024
The past week has been wetter with a total of 7mm rain (11% LTA) falling so far. The groundwater 
responded quickly by rising 10cm or so but has fallen back and is now 1'7" (49 cm) below ground 
level. The Bourne also responded to the rain by rising 4-6 inches for a couple of days but has also 
fallen back. Groundwater levels at QMF and Hazelberry are slightly lower than last week but 
Everleigh is showing a modest rise. The long range forecast for the rest of February suggests we 
could have another 30 to 40mm rain. If so, this would bring the total rainfall for February to about 
average or slightly under.
