The wetter than average weather we had all last winter continued for most of the summer with
only June and August having less than average rainfall. September was extremely wet with well
8 over 3 times the LTA rainfall. So far in October we are tracking for average rainfall. Not
surprisingly, the groundwater did not fall as far as we usually see over the summer and started the|
season at 13ft 10in (4.22m) below - about 1ft 6in higher than last year at this time. Over the past 2
weeks the groundwater has risen 2ft (60cm) and it looks as though the Bourne will again start to
flow quite early this year. \\
