Groundwater Report 3-Nov-2024
The groundwater level continues to rise and is now 7'3" (2.21m) below having risen 68cm 
(2' 3") over the past 10 days. Rainfall in October was just under the LTA (93%). As 
expected, groundwater levels at the 3 nearby monitoring stations have all risen since the 
last report. Pooling has started at Manor Farm pond and at this rate the Bourne should start 
flowing at the ford around the same date as last year (22nd November) . I would advise 
checking  your pumps and hoses etc if you have them.
