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Groundwater Report 18-Nov-2024
The rise in groundwater level has slowed following the recent dry weather and it is now 52" (1.58m)
below. There has been very little rain so far in November (8mm. 9% LTA). Groundwater levels at the
& 3 nearby monitoring stations have all risen since the last report but now more slowly. Pooling has
now reached upstream beyond Manor Farm. The flowing Bourne is on its way - but not quite yet.
