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Groundwater Report 13-Jan-2025

There has been very little rain since my last report (total for month now 62.3mm, 83% LTA). The
groundwater has fallen over the week to 1'10" (56cm) below - remaining under the level recorded at
this time last year. Over the week, the Bourne has returned to the low level seen in December.

Groundwater levels at the nearby monitoring stations are steady and in the normal range. The S
forecast for the next week or so is dry with some frosty days and some cloudy. Unsettled weather
looks set to return towards the end of January. In the absence of further prolonged heavy rain, the \\

groundwater and Bourne should continue at the current levels or even drift down a bit more. N
