Groundwater Report 27-Jan-2025
The last few days have seen a marked change in the situation. The recent heavy rain has doubled 
the total rainfall for the month to 120mm (160% LTA). In response, the Bourne has risen by around 8 
inches over the past day and the groundwater is also rising briskly (now 1'3" (38cm) below). 
Groundwater levels at nearby monitoring stations are rising but still in the normal range. Wet and 
windy weather is forecast to continue. With continuing wet weather, the groundwater is likely to 
continue to rise and may reach the levels when pumps may be required in the next week or so.
