Groundwater Report 03-Feb-2025
Following the very wet last week of January, the total rainfall for the month was 140 mm (187% 
LTA). The rise in the Bourne following the storms of a week ago has largely receded. The 
groundwater is now stable but at a higher level than 2 weeks ago (now 1'2" (36cm) below). 
Groundwater levels at nearby monitoring stations have risen over the week. QM Idmiston is now 
steady but above the normal range. The forecast for the next week is colder and without significant 
rainfall. Therefore both the groundwater and river level are likely to remain steady.
